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This procedure reduces the amount of food you can consume by surgically removing
about 80% of the stomach.

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This procedure reduces the amount of food you can consume by surgically
disconnecting about 85% of the stomach from the food stream. A smaller pouch is
formed from the upper part of the stomach and re-routed directly into the small
intestines. It further promotes satiety, suppresses hunger, can improve symptoms
of diabetes type 2 and 95% of patients experience
improvements in quality of life.
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
